Data Access and Analysis
Part 1: Fire Information for Resource Management System (FIRMS)
FIRMS distributes Near Real-Time (NRT) active fire data within 3 hours of satellite overpasses from both MODIS and VIIRS.
1. Go to the FIRMS website at http://earthdata.nasa.gov/earth-observation-data/near-real-time/firms 
2. Click Web Fire Mapper 
3. Display fires detected by MODIS for the past 24 hours over India. Use Data Source, Time Period, and Date. Zoom over Northern India and identify the area of maximum fire density.
4. Repeat step 3 using VIIRS datasets

What are the differences in fire counts between MODIS and VIIRS?
